2.1.1 All three measures of performance in this area are now within target.





2.2 Market share — Number of applications

2.2.1 Atthe last meeting it was reported that there had been a drop in market share of
1-2% but unfortunately this increased to approx. 5% in the third quarter of the
year. This resulted in the market share falling to 74%.

2.2.2 The market share for this quarter was previously reported as 73% but this was due
to an error in reporting due to Parishes not being assigned to cases.

2.2.3 However, in January there appears to be indications of a recovery with the market
share up to 26 January 2018 returning to 78%. We have also heard reports that
some customers who switched to JHAI Ltd have not had a good experience and
are therefore using us again.

2.1 Staff

2.2 Vacant posts are now filled with Steven Dickson recruited to the Technical Support
Team and Andrew Howard as Principle Surveyor. Both have settled in well and are
valuable members of the team.

2.3 Quality Assurance

2.3.1 NMD Building Control volunteered and was accepted for the pilot phase of
the roll-out of the LABC Quality assurance scheme. This will require intense
input over the next couple of months to prepare for the external audit.

2.3.2 Mike Tucker and Andrew Howard are attending the launch briefing on 30
January 2018. A verbal update will be given at the meeting.

2.4 ICT initiatives

2.4.1 The web portal submission platform iApply is now live and should improve
efficiency when widely adopted by customers

2.4.2 The mobile inspection app is still not rolled-out. The issue is that we want tio
export appointments made on the Uniform system to Outlook so that if the
Uniform server is down we can still see appointments. We can then also
use the outlook calendar to manage appointments and have an easy view
of Surveyors diaries. However the export file from Uniform (.ics) has
corruption issues.

2.4.3 The learning curve for some officers on new systems remains a problem
and efficiency is still being impacted due to constant need to maintain data
integrity.





2.5 Marketing update

2.5.1 We are now attempting to build our Social Media profile on Facebook and
Twitter.

2.5.2 Inspection App is being promoted to builders as a quick and efficient method
of contacting us.

2.5.3 We have introduced a newsfeed on the website that helps link in to the
social media channels and enables promotion of events.

2.5.4 The Planning lists are now being used to direct mail details of our service to
potential clients.

2.5.5 Resources will now be put into contacted customers to obtain an opt in to
the marketing database in order to comply with the GDPR requirements

1 INTRODUCTION

1.1 This paper sets out the current financial position and the case for increasing the fees.

It is recommended that that fees are increased by approximately 3%. The proposed
charges have been rounded up to the nearest round figures to eliminate decimal

points when both with and without VAT. The proposed fee schedule is attached in
Appendix 1.

It is proposed to introduce the change on 1 April 2018 after advertising the change
on the website for 1 month.

3 REASONS FOR RECOMMENDATIONS

3.1.1 The fees were last changed in Mid Devon in 2015 and North Devon in 2013. The

3.1.2

overall structure of the fees remains relevant but the levels need to be increase
due to inflation.

In 2015 the fee charges were synchronised. Whilst North Devon fees did not
change the Mid Devon fees were significantly restructured with some fees
significantly increasing. Generally smaller projects increased in cost as they were
loss making and fees for larger projects were reduced as they were uncompetitive.
Hence, it was considered inappropriate to increase the fees further in 2015.

3.1.3 The increase is now needed to ensure that the service continues to be self-funding

and break even.





3.2 REPORT

3.3 Background

3.3.1 Building Regulation fees are paid by householders or developers at the time that
works are undertaken or when plans are submitted to the Authority. Until 1 April
1999 the fees charged by Local Authorities were prescribed by Central

Government at a level that was intended to reflect the cost of providing the
minimum statutory service required by law.

3.3.2 The Chartered Institute of Public Finance and Accountancy (CIPFA) guidance sub-divides
the Building Control Service into chargeable and non-chargeable activities. The Local
Authority costs charged to the chargeable activities are those that relate solely to the
issue of statutory Building Regulation notices relating to deposited applications and the
carrying out of statutory site inspections. All other costs are charged to the Non-

Chargeable Activities. 75% of the costs incurred by Building Control are related to this
core activity

3.3.3 The Regulations cited as the Building (Local Authority Charges) Regulations 2010, require
each Local Authority to prepare a scheme for the recovery of Building Control Charges

with a view to ensuring that the chargeable activities are self-financing over any
consecutive three to five year period.

3.3.4 It should be noted that the chargeable activities of Building Control are subject to

competition from private sector Approved Inspectors resulting in each building project
being tendered for individually.

3.4 Financial Performance

3.4.1 The combined income for Mid Devon and North Devon over the previous 3 years

has performed well above breakeven when compared to the cost allocate to the
service as shown in figure 1.

3.4.2 Based on the budgets set for 2017/18 the service is still breaking even but the
margin is significantly tighter as illustrated in figure 2.. However, the actual position

is better than this due to an underspend on the budget and some ICT and other
costs having been duplicated in both Mid and North Devon budgets.

3.5 Fee Comparison

3.5.1 Competition from the private sector is currently more intense than previously
experienced in the area and this limits the scope for fee increase in order to
remain competitive.

3.5.2 Reports from customers indicate that fees vary considerably in the private sector
with some projects quoted significantly higher and some lower. However, our
largest competitor JHAI Ltd continues to operate a low cost strategy under cutting
many quotations. However, reports indicate that there is an increasing
dissatisfaction with the service they provide.

4.1 The increase in fees is aimed at ensuring the continued self-funding of the Building
Control Service and avoid a deficit in the trading account
